Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm. 
 

Road Traffic Counts

1) Rich will deliver a copy to the road commissioner, the DRB, and the Selectboard.

2) Rich will ask Dan to add counters to the following 5 roads:

a) Sand Hill Road

b) RT 14

c) Apple Hill Rd

d) Hayden Road

e) Bliss Road

3) Scott discussed his ideas of improving the VT 14-Lightening Ridge Road-Max Gray Road intersection. Scott pointed out that one of the cheapest ways to provide a safer intersection, at this location, would be to add a traffic light in the intersection and to add a flashing yellow caution light before the intersection.

Municipal Planning Grant

1) Melanie attended a workshop on writing a grant application. She learned that the process of evaluating grants includes a point system. 

2) Melanie learned that we need Selectboard approval. 30% of the cost is needed upfront, from the town, to be reimbursed once the project is complete. Jack has asked the Selectboard, to add our proposal explanation, to the next Selectboard meeting agenda.

3) Melanie has volunteered to be the grant administrator and Rhonda has volunteered to be the backup grant administrator.

4) Melanie received suggestions for improving the appearance of the application.

5) Rich will ask Dan when the Planning Commission could expect the project to be completed, if Calais does receive the grant.

Preparation for Public Hearing

1) Scott mailed the announcement, of the public hearing, to the newspapers in time to meet the deadline.

2) Jack will post recommended changes at Maple Corner.

3) Rich will post at the Woodbury General Store.

4) Peter will post at the Calais Town Office.

5) Scott will post at the East Calais General Store.

6) Melanie will post in the village of Adamant.

7) Scott made a motion, to ask Ann to review the recommended changes and to correct spelling and grammar mistakes. Rich seconded the motion. Jack added to the motion to receive her revised document by September 12.  All attending members voted, by voice vote, in favor of the motion.. (6-0-0)
